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3. Protocols for Visiting Campus

If your temperature is above 37.5 Degrees Celsius (99.5 Degrees Fahrenheit),
please do not come to school.

You are required to wear a face mask on your way to and while you are in the
school.
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On-campus Protocols

In general, arrive no earlier than 10 minutes before your class/appointment. If

there are specific instructions of arrival times from your teacher or the staff
member, please follow those instructions.

Upon entering the campus, please use the hand sanitizer.

Pay attention to the closed or “off-limit” areas on campus (they will be marked).
Main 1F, 2F, Study Area, Library, PC rooms are off-limit unless you have permission
to enter.

Keep your face mask on all the time. You may remove it if you are feeling ill, but
please announce so to the teacher or staff member.
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e The campus water servers will be unavailable for safety purposes. Please bring your
own drinking water with you.

e Eating is not permitted unless you are given permission by the faculty or staff
members.

e Windows and exit doors should be open as much as possible for proper ventilation.
If they must be closed due to weather or noise, please open them for small
amounts of time every 2-3 hours.

e \Wear your mask properly, follow proper coughing manners and wash your hands.
